The 2008 Micro Black team opened the season in dominating fashion, manhandling the Colton Yellowjackets 2 team on the road 
26-0.  The Bulldog parents in the stands were treated to a preview of what this team can do once all of the early-season kinks 
are worked out and everyone was excited about the possibilities. Returning the opening kickoff to the Colton 45, the Bulldogs 
methodically drove down the field with quarterback Ty Wright scoring the first touchdown of the season on a 5-yard run on the 
9th play of the drive.  The extra point was unsuccessful and the Bulldogs led 6-0.  On the third series the Bulldogs struck again 
on a nifty reverse to wingback Riley Kirschner, who sprinted 31 yards into the end zone and a 12-0 Bulldog lead.  In the second 
half, blocking back Ray Orrante took the buck wedge handoff and went down the left side for 19 yards and another Bulldog 
score.  This time the extra point  was good and the Bulldogs went up 19-0.  Colton took the ball at the 50 under the mercy rules, 
and face mask penalty had moved the ball to the Chino Hills 36 yard line.  On the ensuing play a gang of Bulldog defenders 
stood up the Colton running back, and defensive lineman Aaron Sandoval literally yanked the ball out from the back's grip and 
ran the fumble recovery 64 yards for the final Bulldog score.  The extra point pass from quarterback Nathan Gervaise to blocking 
back Anthony Salazar, who made a leaping catch worthy of the highlight reels, capped the scoring at scoring 26-0.  Two other 
touchdowns on separate drives were called back by penalties or the score would have approached 40 points. On defense the 
Bulldogs were a pack of angry hounds with only one Milk Bone to share among them.  The Colton team was held to less than 10 
yards of total offense.  Coaches know a defense is solid when the linemen are making big plays.  Defensive lineman Jacob 
Oboza recorded a sack and made several other great plays.

What a game!  First game of the season and you know that the boys were having to sort through all sorts of emotions.  As game time rolled 
around it was evident that our team was in for a fight.  We suited up 22 boys and were ready for battle.  The team was ready and the energy 
level was extremely high after a special pre-game speech from Mark King who in our last scrimmage suffered a season ending injury.  The boys 
reacted right away and did not disappoint.  The game was a defensive battle for the most part.  Our bulldogs played most of the game on the 
Bloomington half of the field in the first half.  Just before the half, RJ Cardenas had a big run off left tackle and went in for what would have 
been the first score of the game.  The play was nullified on an untimely HOLDING call.  Later on in the second half of the game, our defense 
played lights out as they punished ball carriers and wide receivers.  Louis Napoles, RJ Cardenas and Mireles delivered crushing tackles that set 
the tempo for the second half.  Our offense was moving the ball but failed to deliver the knock out blow as we had 2 opportunities inside the 
Bruinõs 20 yard line and came away empty handed.  Just before the end of regulation with under 5 minutes left, our Bulldogs put together a 
nice drive that started on our 30 yard line.  Nice running from Chris Prieto, RJ Cardenas and Louis Napoles got us in position to put the nail 
in the coffin.  The Bloomington defense was tired and could only watch as we pushed them back and got the ball to the 15 yard line.  The 
next 3 plays would determine the outcome.  There were 3 botched snaps and on fourth down failed to get the ball in the end zone.  Blooming-
ton took over on downs and in desperation mode dug deep and tried long passes and a trick play.  On fourth down, Bloomington would make 
a critical mistake as the QB through and interception that was picked off by George Chavez.  He had a clear shot at the end zone but was 
tripped up by one of our own.  We took four more shots at the end zone and we went into overtime. We got the ball first and after a few runs 
that got the ball to the 4 yard line we went for it all.  Eric Jimenez faked the run to the left and Austin Vela found himself wide open on an 
out route in the end zone and Jimenezõ pass fell short.  Bloomington took over on downs and on the first play of the OT for them they caught 
us in between a shift of the line and scored.  It was a heart breaking loss for us.  Not only did we lose the game but we lost 2 starters to injury 
as Austin Gabb (broken arm) and Acevedo (broken wrist) both suffered injuries.  This is the third injury of this type this season for us.  Now, 
we look to rebound next week as we make our way to Summit.  Our boys will be ready!!! 
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It took a balanced team effort to dominate the Rancho Cucamonga Broncos 
last Saturday.  Gabriel Ruiz ran the opening kickoff back for 70 yard touch-
down. The offensive line of Austin Haymaker, Steven Bock, Dakota Lewis, 
Darin Invencion, and Christopher Bongay opened holes for 3 touchdowns 
ran by Josh Dirso, Gabriel Ruiz and Jovan Callender. The stingy defense not 
only held the Broncos to 37 yards of offense, but also got in on the scoring 
business when Thomas ôTAZó Zorrillia intercepted a pass for a 65 yard TD. 
Josh Dirso shut the door on the Broncoõs only scoring opportunity by inter-
cepting the pass on the 10 yard line.

Be sure you are arriv-
ing on time for game day..and practice.

Good Sportsmanship: We heard a lot of cheering from the stands 
and that is GREAT!  It is very motivating for the players and coaches to 
hear your encouragement.
