MICRO BLACK - COACH JUNCOS  

On a day that to sunny California appeared more like the frozen tundra of Green 
Bay, it took a quarter and a half for the Micro Black Bulldogs to thaw out and 
defeat the Desert Valley 2 Hawks 20 - 7.  Game time temperatures were in the low 
50's with a strong wind blowing, making the ball hard and slick and causing a lot 
of problems for both team early on.  There were several dropped snaps and fumbles 
because the boys simply couldn't hold onto the ball in the cold.  Desert Valley 
struck first on a broken pass play that resulted in a long touchdown run by their 
quarterback, who was able to escape the heavy rush and make it to the outside 
where containment had broken down. The defense was able to stop them on their 
extra point attempt and DV had a 6 - 0 lead.  The Bulldogs fumbled on the kickoff 
return and Desert Valley recovered, but the defense stiffened, the wind died 
down, the sun started warming things up, and the Bulldogs came to life. The 
Blacks capped a 7 - play, 54 yard drive on a reverse that went to wingback Riley 
Kirschner and a 20 yard scoring run.  The extra point run by blocking back Ray 
Orrante was good and the Bulldogs took the lead just before the half 7 - 0.  After 
that it was total domination by the Bulldogs, holding Desert Valley to only 3 
yards of total offense in the second half.  On our first series of the second 
half, tailback Ty Wright ran a sweep 53 yards on the third play of the series.  
Ty made a nice cutback across the field about 10 yards downfield that broke the 
play open.  The extra point failed, but the Bulldogs now led 13 - 6.  On the 
ensuing series, cornerback Nathan Gervaise returned a fumble 37 yards to the DV 
15 yard line.  The Blacks were unable to convert, but the defense stiffened again 
and the Bulldogs got the ball back at the 15 yard line of Desert Valley.  Ray 
Orrante scored three plays later from the 4 on a wedge play and Nathan Gervaise 
ran in the extra point to bring the scoring to an end at 20 - 7. Defensive lineman 
Justin Gateb recorded his first two tackles of the season.  Jair Walker recorded 
several tackles for losses from his defensive end position.  R.J. Iverson played 
defensive end for the first time this season and helped contain the outside runs.  
Offensive linemen Nolan Ewens, Michael Viola, Joseph Carrillo and Adam Santoyo 
opened some holes that allowed our runners to get yardage. Next week is a battle 
of undefeateds as the 5 - 0 Micro Blacks host the 5 - 0 Redlands 3 Terriers in what 
promises to be another heart - stopper.
